April 3, 2007 (Paris) – With consolidated sales of €211.6M in 2006, an increase of 7.6% over the prior year, Vétoquinol’s revenue growth places it among the strongest performers in its industry.
Global market on the rise
According to data published by the Wood Mackenzie consulting group, the world animal health market grew by 7.7% last year in dollar value terms (+3.3% in volume). Together, the industry’s top fifteen  players accounted for $12,934M of all animal health revenues worldwide, out of an estimated $16 065M.

Vétoquinol’s sales growth: 5th biggest increase in the industry
The thirteenth largest player in the animal health field as measured by size, Vétoquinol posted the industry’s fifth best performance in terms of sales growth in 2006, reporting an 8.7% increase in dollar terms that outpaced its market (+7.6% in euros). 
Revenue growth was substantial in all of Vétoquinol’s geographic markets (Europe, +7.6%; North America, +7.2%; Asia, +9.4%) and sales of its leading products were up significantly, attesting to the relevance of the Group’s strategic focus.
Commenting on this performance, Vétoquinol’s Chairman and CEO Etienne Frechin said: “What makes our revenue growth in 2006 all the more satisfying is that it was achieved practically without recourse to external growth. It is the fruit of hard work on the part of highly skilled and motivated people who are close to veterinarians, and a balanced mix of efficient and well-targeted products.”
Vétoquinol, which will release its annual earnings for 2006 on April 23, 2007, confirms that its performance level is satisfactory and in line with the outlook presented when the company went public last November.
